The Doyle Garrett Line

Like most of the Garrett lines, this one stems from Lord John Garrett. But
unlike others this line comes from Lord John’s first wife, Ann Dunston the
mother of John Garrett 11 as shown on the chart below.
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The 1% Generation

The Family of John Garrett, Il (1631-1706)

John GARRETT 11 was born January 10, 1631 in Hosse, Leicestershire,
England. He was about 32 years old when he immigrated to Virginia (probably
to claim the land that his father had obtained when he was there with John
Dunston about 30 years earlier).

He married Nannie Harrison in about 1660 when he was about 29 years old.
She was born 1635 in England and died 1663 in England. They had two
children (I believe):
i William GARRETT was born February 12, 1661 in
Derby, Leicestershire, England.
ii. Mary Garrett was born 1662.

He married 2nd (2) Elizabeth Ware in 1664, probably in England. She was
born February 13, 1635 in Dublin, Ireland.

Children of John GARRETT 11 and (2) Elizabeth Ware:

i Thomas Garrett was born 1674 in New Kent Co., VA
and died April 2, 1734 in Cowan Co., NC.
ii. John Ware Garrett 111 was born 1675 in New Kent, VA
and died 1728 in Stafford, New Kent Co., VA.

He apparently never married. He may have died young.

died 1743 in King & Queen Co., VA.

John GARRETT, 11 was acquainted with the Ware’s while he lived in England.

Elizabeth Ware’s father, Peter Ware and at least a part of his family
probably immigrated first in the Plymouth Colony, but due to religious
disagreement moved by 1646 to the Hampton Parish in Virginia. We find
Peter Ware in Ireland in 1636 selling his property before coming to America
by way of England. Some records have all of Peter Ware’s children
immigrating with him in 1646 -- if so Elizabeth Ware would have been 12
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years old. Other records report that Elizabeth Ware “wanted to join her
father and brother in Virginia” thus suggesting that she did not immigrate in
1646 but stayed in England until she came over with John GARRETT Il in
1664.

Notes on Miles Arnette Garrett. Sr.

Miles oldest known two children were born in NC, after 1798 and prior to
1800, he moved to GA where he acquired land to farm. Miles' name appears
in a list of revolutionary soldiers who drew land as residents of Oglethorpe Co.
GA., compiled by JOHN LUMPKIN of said Co.

On May 12, 1815, Miles, as a resident of Oglethorpe Co. GA., purchased a
tract of land for the consideration of $550.00 from William Norris residing in
Wilkes Co. GA, containing 202 1/2 acres lying in said Co. of Jasper; GA.
Witnesses were JESSE GARRETT and WILLIAM AVERY.

On January 14, 1816, while living in Jasper Co. GA., he purchased land.

It is evident from this and other land deeds, Miles moved from Oglethorpe Co.
to Jasper Co. GA., sometime late in 1815 or early 1816. While living in Jasper
Co. he won land in Hall and Early Counties in the 1821 land lottery in GA. In
1826, Miles moved to Upson Co. GA. Records show he was a winner in the
1827 land lottery in GA also.

In the Name of God Amen |, Daniel A. Garrett of the County of Forsyth and
the State of Georgia, being of advanced age, yet of sound and disposing mind
and memory and being desirous to arrange for to settle of my worldly affairs
while in life. Do make and publish this my last will and testament.

And first | commit my Soul to God who gave it. And my body | desire to have
buried in a decent and respectable manner at Salem Church.

Art. 1 | desire that all my just debts be paid by my Executors, hereafter
appointed.
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Art. 2 | desire and bequeath to my wife Charity - and my youngest son Daniel
Newman Garrett. Two lots of land as follows. No (491) Four Hundred and
Ninety One (14) Fourteenth Dist and (1) Sections and (526) Five Hundred and
Twenty Six (14) Fourteenth Dist and (1) section containing Eighty Acres more
or less with the improvements thereon. Which property not to be desposed of
in any way, to be cultivated for the support of the family until Daniel Newman
comes of age. Should Daniel Newman die before he comes of age; the said
property will revert to my wife Charity-or should my wife Charity -die before
Daniel Newman comes of age the same property will revert to him and when
the said Daniel Newman comes of age he can dispose of said property as he
may think best.

Art. 3 | desire and direct that at my death there be of corn + fodder, meal
and such other things as may be on hand to be valued and set apart for a
years support- to the amount of Two Hundred and Fifty Dollars and if not
sufficient of those things on hand to come to that amount to be made to the
family out of other property.

Art. 4 1 desire and direct that if on hand at my death there should be a horse
for the farm to be set apart for use of the family to work the farm also as
much stock: such as cows hogs and sheep as will be sufficient for use of the
family on the farm- also all the farming utensils also as much of the
household and kitchen furniture set apart as may be necessary for the family.

Art. 5 | desire and direct that the residue of my property-both real and
personal- be sold by Executors and the proceeds after ??? (unreadable 3
letters) special are complied with to be paid out as follows:

1st That two Hundred Dollars be set apart- the interest of which shall
go for the education of Daniel Newman until he comes of age and
should the over interest not be sufficient to give him a good English
education- then to draw on the principle.

2nd | desire that ten dollars be paid to Josephine, Hendrix Garrett's
daughter, to assist in her education.

3rd That the balance of the property be equally divided between
Hendrix Garrett, John Garrett, Jeptha Garrett, Jasper Green and Mary
Powell, daughter of Allen Powell.

Art. 6 | hereby constitute and appoint- my son , John S. Garrett and my
monty(?) friend, Hiriam S. Henson, Executors to this, my last will and
testament- this 9th day of June, 1869.
