It is estimated that Michael Grassham was born in about 1750 in Tealby, England. There were
about 200 people living in Tealby in 1085 according to the Domsday Census. From the early 17th
Century until about 1830, Tealby was known for paper making. Michael was a paper maker
until his bankruptcy in 1799.

Tealby, population 530, is a village in England nestling in the western lee of the
Lincolnshire Wolds. Stone cottages sit astride the tumbling upper reaches of the
River Rase, which centuries ago powered several water mills - one still exists and
works - for milling and paper making.

The old farm buildings belonging to Tealby Vale, formerly the home of Michael
Grassham, a papermaker, have now been sympathetically developed into holiday
cottages. The village has two pubs, one thatched and said to date back to 1367.

Thomas’
occupation is “farms 80 acres emp(loyees) 2 men”
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In the 1861 Census, he is listed with no wife (she died in 1855), son John, his daughter-in-law
named Damaris? and 5 grand children. The daughter-in-law was John Grasham’s wife and the 5
grandchildren are the five oldest of John and Damaris. In this census, Thomas’ occupation is
“farms 90 acres with 2 men and 1 boy”.

Mary NAGER was Thomas GRASHAM’S wife.. She was born April 10, 1774 in Yarbough,
Lincolnshire, England and died March 23, 1855, daughter of Francis NAGAER and Mary
WHITE. See 3rd Generation for data on her parents.
